I’M SO GRATEFUL FOR STEPHEN MINISTRY!
By a man who received care from a Stephen Minister

Fourteen months ago, | was at a point where |
needed someone to talk to about the struggles in
my life. My pastor recommended | consider
meeting with a Stephen Minister—another man,
trained as a caregiver, who would walk with me
during this difficult time. Trusting someone with per-

sonal information about my life was something | feared at first,
but my pastor reassured me that everything was confidential,
so | agreed to give it a try. I'm so glad | did!

Soon after meeting my Stephen Minister, | quickly sensed |
could trust him. Part of that trust came from knowing he was
trained to help people through their problems. He made me
feel comfortable by not prying for information, but instead just
letting me share what was on my mind. Any questions he did
ask fit our conversation appropriately. Probably the best thing
he did for me was not judging me for my past decisions; rather,
he was there to help me move forward.

| think another significant trust-building factor was being able
to talk with someone who was not in my regular circle of
friends. My friends certainly continued to have a very important
place in my life, but | also needed someone who could see me
objectively. That helped make it easier to share personal parts
of my life. Also, knowing my Stephen Minister would be there
for me “next week” (we usually met for an hour each week)
gave me confidence. | see now how Stephen Ministry is a way
congregation’s can provide high-quality care and outreach to
hurting people in the congregation and community.

Stephen Ministers are congregation members who have gone
through 50 hours of training to provide one-to-one, Christ-
centered care. Each Stephen Minister is matched with a hurting
person—men are paired with men, women with women—and
meets weekly with that person to listen, care, pray, and encour-
age. Stephen Ministers care for those dealing with grief, di-
vorce, job loss, hospitalization, financial struggles, loneliness,
convalescence, terminal illness, and many other life difficulties.

Help with Trinity Pads Program Needed:
JOIN THE TEAM

Again this year, Trinity is providing a Monday night dinner,
place to sleep, and breakfast for Valparaiso men who struggle
to find permanent housing. This year, we welcome the men
into the building at 7:00 PM on Mondays, April 16 through the
middle of October. We need two volunteer chaperones from
7:00 PM until 1:00 AM, and two more volunteers from 1:00 AM
until 7:00 AM Tuesday morning. For each shift, at least one vol-
unteer must be male. Shifts can be split if volunteers are unable
to work the entire time.

Since we now provide meals, we can also use volunteers to
provide dinner for 25 men. In the past, volunteers have teamed
up to share in making and serving a meal from 7:00 PM until
9:00 PM. No Trinity budgeted funds are used for this ministry.
We are currently working to secure some form of funding to
help defray the cost of the meals; however, final word on that
funding is still pending.

Volunteers can sign up in the church foyer or by using the inter-
active sign-up sheet at www.tlcvalpo.org/mens-shelter or
www.tlcvalpo.com/mens-shelter (double secret password is
the word eight). If you are a first-time volunteer, for your first
shift, one experienced person will greet you, explain proce-
dures, and stay with you for several hours as training.

The maximum number of men at any one session is twenty-five,
although the numbers vary with weather and other circum-
stances. Last year, at various times nearly sixty different men
were served by more than thirty Trinity volunteers. Many of
those men have gone on to secure permanent housing and
have expressed gratitude for the temporary help they received.
This is a program that works at what Christ would have us do
when he says in Matthew 25: 'Truly I tell you, whatever you did
for one of the least of these brothers and sisters of
mine, you did for me.' Trinity is blessed to be able to seize op-
portunities to place God’s work into our hands.
